+ Please take your bulletin with you and dispose of the seat wipes in the bin available at the
back of the Church. If you don’t do this then someone else has to clean up after you.

+  Please leave the Church immediately after Mass and do not congregate inside or outside
the doors of the Church. If you wish to chat, please move to the driveway or street but
please still maintain social distancing.

+ If we are inspected and found not to be complying with regulations for Places of Wor-
ship, the Parish, as well as any individual found not to be complying, can be issued an on
the spot fine.
